Not Eligible for Promotion 

Ceremonies 

Any Student who has two 

F’s in their English, math, 

science or history class 

will not go to promotion.  

Students need to contact 

their teacher, and they will 

have the opportunity to 

make up these grades in 

after school study hall. 

Students have three 

weeks to make up a 

grade.  Any student with 

a P (passing grade) will be 

eligible to go to 

promotion.  Parents need 

to be involved in this 

process. 

Students who have an F 

in English, math, 

science, and/or history, 

but have worked to 

change them to a P 

(passing grade), are 

highly encouraged to 

attend summer school.   

Students who 

MUST attend 

summer school 

Any student who 

has an outstanding 

F in English, math, 

science and/or 

history will attend 

summer school. 

Students who had an 

F in English, math, 

science and/or 

history, but have 

worked to change 

them to a P (passing 

grade), are highly 

encouraged to attend 

summer school.

MAY BE 

retained 

If a student has 

more than 4 F’s in 

English, math, 

science and/or 

history at the end 

of the school year, 

he or she may be 

retained. 

Any student who 

has four F’s in 

English, math, 

science and/or 

history after 

completing 

summer school 

may be retained.
